is at this moment in progress and we know
only too well from past experience that arms
cannot be stored indefinitely. They are made
to be used and but for God’s goodness they
will be used one day, unless peace and good-
will between East and West can be re-estab-
lished.

But what hope is there of that ? Anyone
who knows the principles of atheistic com-
munism and the part Russia is playing in
propagating them throughout the world,
realizes that the Kremlin will have peace
only on its own terms. Communism and
Christian civilization are incompatible. Either
the one or the other must ultimately
triumph. If we, the ordinary people of the
world, allow things to go on as they are,
there will be war. Millions—not thousands
as in former wars—will perish in a matter
of minutes whether they are in a state of
Grace or not. And who would dare to say
that the majority of those who are threat-
ened with extinction are God-fearing, God-
loving souls, spiritually prepared to meet
their Maker ?

What then must we do ?

And yet we, the ordinary people of this
world, have it in our power (under God’s
providence) to avert this calamity. Our Lady
has promised that “Russia will be con-
verted ” if only men heed the message she
gave to the children at Fatima. “ Con-
verted ” is the operative word. But let us not

be mistaken. The conversion of Russia does
not mean conversion to what is called the
British way of life or to Western ideas of
democracy. It means conversion to the
Christian way of life. It means conversion to
Christ and the recognition of God’s law.
Peace on earth was promised by the angels
to Men of Good Will, and the will of all
men must be directed towards the promo-
tion of the common good.

A Remedy for Sin

We have all strayed from the path of truth
and virtue. The present state of the world
is directly attributable to the sins of man-
kind. Our Lady said at Fatima: Men must
cease offending Our Lord who is already too
much offended. And the remedy she gave
was the recitation of the Rosary.

We are inclined to say: This is all too
simple. How can a comparatively small
group of people in this world of over two
thousand million souls bring peace merely
by reciting the Rosary every day ?

A simple Thing

Our Lady asks a very simple thing, but it
needs obedience and trust. It is not for us
to question how she will do it, but she has
promised that if her request be granted there
will be peace. Peace means order and tran-
quility and to accomplish these a great
change of heart throughout the world will
be needed. But it is a promise by One who
has the power to fulfil it and we must believe
that “if her request be granted” Grace,
which alone can change the hearts of men,
will be forthcoming.

Listen to Mary

No better solution is offered by the rulers
of the world. Then let us listen to Mary.
We know that Qur Blessed Mother is the
Mediatrix of all Graces. Through her the
Lord dispenses His divine grace as and
where she knows best. So we may presume
that in some way Our Lady needs our offer-
ings in order to present them to her Divine
Son in exchange for the mnecessary Grace
which she is willing to distribute where it is
needed most. It is a comparable situation
with the simple offering of five loaves and

‘two fishes which the Lord made into an

abundance of food for the five thousand. Or
like the command to fill the water-pots with
water, which at Mary’s bidding was turned
into wine. Now she bids us say the Rosary
and in some way we may depend on it that
these our offerings, brought in simple obedi-
ence to her request, will be laid at the feet
of her Son in exchange for Grace to move
the wills of men.

Our Weapon — the Rosary

If God would have saved Sodom and
Gomorrah if ten just men could have been
found in them, who is to say that He will not
save this world from atomic war and des-
truction if a sufficient number of people are
found willing to do His Mother’s bidding ?

In the past the Rosary has been the wea-
pon used by Christians to combat heresy. It
may well prove powerful enough to drive
out the modern heresy of godless material-
ism. It is the weapon which Mary will use
to “ crush the head of the serpent.”



Why a Rosary
is so called

Rosary comes from the Latin ‘ rosarium’
which means a chaplet or garland of roses,
and was used only figuratively to include
an artistic arrangement of beautiful things
other than roses. One may speak, for
instance, of a rosary or anthology of liter-
ary gems. The word, therefore, provides
a suitable name for the familiar arrange-
ment of ¢ Our Fathers’ ¢ Hail Mary’s’ and
¢ Glorias,” and seems to have been in use
from the thirteenth century onwards.
Corona or chaplet, some times used for
rosary, suggest the same idea. The old
English name found in Chaucer and else-
where was a ‘pair of beads.” ‘A pair’
originally meant a set, and °beads,’
‘prayers’ ; so this name signifies a ‘set
of prayers.’
